Intro to Commands
In this section of the tutorial you will learn: when to use commands, and the two main types of commands.

Commands are used when requesting that someone do something. For example, ¡Esté (Usted) a tiempo en clase! 
Commands can be broken down into two main types: direct and indirect.

Direct commands are used when directly ordering or telling someone to do something. For example, Revisa la composición cuidadosamente.

When the request is softened, an indirect command is used. For example, Yo quiero que tú revises la composicion cuidadosamente. Indirect commands are in the subjunctive mood.
